Course Description: Earth Science is the study of geology, the environment, and the universe.  The goal of this class is to understand how the earth and the universe are ever changing.  Earth Science is a course that teaches students to understand how the interactions between the systems of the universe cause these constant changes.

Course Requirements:

Reading:  Students will be required to read silently for 10 minutes at the beginning of every class period.  This reading can be any type of reading.
